Step I: Grab a clean milk jug

Step 2: Cut it in half and punch/drill drain holes in the bottom
Step 3: Fill the bottom with moist potting soil and plant seeds
Step 4: Tape the jug together, label, and place in a sunny spot

Remove the lid when the weather warms up and transplant

your plants to your home veggie or flower garden...or
encourage your 4-H Club to join together and grow flowers for your garden at the Prince William Fairgrounds! Prince William
4-H Youth Educator Pam Hardin is working on her milk jug garden pictured above and is available to answer any questions you
have.

e  Families will be matched with a delegate of the same gender who is

within 3 years of the host youth’s age.

All Host families will be screened and interviews as part of our risk management protocol.

Host families receive no stipend to host a delegate.

Japanese delegates have a range of English language abilities.

Delegates are here to experience every day American life. No special activities need to be planned.
Host Families will receive support from the state coordinator and other host families before, during & after the
exchange (not financial)
