A culminating event for youth livestock projects, the Youth Livestock Shows allow youth to exhibit
their cattle, sheep, meat goats, and swine and compete in showmanship.

YOUTH LIVESTOCK PROMOTIONAL DISPLAY COMPETITION: The purpose of the
Youth Livestock Promotional Display Competition is to allow exhibitors to create and share an
educational display that focuses on a topic or area of interest for the species industry that they are
representing. Displays should be self-explanatory and provide education and knowledge to general
fairgoers, as well as the judges who will evaluate the displays. There is no Entry Fee, but pre-entry is
REQUIRED. Entry for Promotional Displays is collected through the FairEntry System when you

complete your animal entries.
