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Executive Summary

Survey Background and Methods

Since 1993, Prince William County has been conducting community surveys to keep abreast of
changes in residents’ satisfaction with the quality of life. In 2024, Prince William County
contracted for the first time with Polco to implement its community survey with a representative
sample of its residents to monitor community sentiment about local service delivery.

A postcard was mailed to 6,000 Prince William County households, selected at random, notifying
residents that they had been chosen to participate in the survey. The postcard included a URL to
take the survey online. A paper survey followed in the mail one week later. There were 511 survey
respondents, including 243 surveys completed online and 268 on paper, yielding an overall
response rate of 9%. The margin of error is plus or minus 4 percentage points around any given
percentage for all respondents (511). The results were weighted to reflect the demographic profile
of all residents in Prince William County.

Additionally, 1,758 responses were collected through an open-participation survey promoted by
Prince William County and open to all residents. The data from the “open participation” outreach
effort was also weighted. Results from the open participation survey are reported in Appendix E.
Open-participation Survey’s Complete Set of Responses (compared to Address-based Survey's
Results)and Appendix F. Verbatim Responses to the Open-participation Survey.

Overall, Prince William County gathered opinions from 2,269 respondents: 511 through the
address-based sample outreach and 1,758 through the open-participation outreach.

The results from the two outreach efforts have been provided separately in this report. Results
from the randomly selected households are more indicative of the larger community and are
outlined in the key findings, the body of the report and in Appendices A through D.

Key Findings
Residents feel positively about Prince William County quality of life.

e Prince William County residents were pleased with the quality of life in their community;
about 8 in 10 said it was excellent or good. This rating has remained stable over time.
Moreover, about 7 in 10 residents praised the overall quality of the services provided by the
county.

e Those who rated the quality of life in Prince William County as fair or poor were asked to
provide the most important reason that made them feel that way. Crime, taxes and the
proliferation of data centers were among the main reasons why respondents were less
satisfied with Prince William County’s quality of life.

Safety is an area to explore for potential improvement for Prince William County.

e In an open-ended question in which residents could write, in their own words, the most
important thing the county should do to make Prince William County a better place to live,
17% of respondents made a comment related to safety and security. Transportation (9% of
responses) and limiting data centers (9%) were also frequently cited.

e About three-quarters of respondents were satisfied with neighborhood safety, while 7 in 10
felt the same about safety in the commercial areas of the County. Both ratings showed
moderate decreases when compared to 2021.

2024 Prince William County Community Survey 1
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Satisfaction with police services was high. Approximately 8 in 10 respondents praised the
professionalism of police officers (83%), their prompt response (82%), and high-quality
service (81%). Additionally, 80% were satisfied with the Department's overall performance,
79% felt that all individuals were treated fairly, and 77% appreciated the information and
crime prevention programs provided.

When asked about the importance of 19 strategic planning areas for the overall quality of
life in Prince William County, virtually all residents considered that ensuring people safety
was essential or very important. Additionally, 9 in 10 residents highlighted the importance
of providing quality K-12 education and higher education opportunities (including
workforce development).

Residents are satisfied with recreation opportunities

Survey respondents rated their satisfaction with 14 health and wellbeing services provided
by Prince William County. Library services ranked highest, with about 9 in 10 respondents
reporting they were very or somewhat satisfied. About 8 in 10 residents also praised the
quality of the athletic fields, the quality of recreation opportunities such as trails, boating,
fishing and picnicking and how parks and recreation services met the needs of the local
community. Three-quarters of the respondents praised the quality of indoor recreation
facilities as well as the county pools and waterpark.

Satisfaction levels ranged between 60% and 70% for several other services: those provided
for people with disabilities (69%), children at risk of neglect or abuse (65%), and individuals
aged over 60 (60%). Lower satisfaction levels were noted for services provided to people
with addictions (53%), the economically disadvantaged (54%), and those with mental illness
(56%).

Engagement and satisfaction with County departments is high.

Survey respondents were asked which County government departments or services they
had contacted directly in the past 12 months, either in person or by phone. The most
frequently contacted department was the library, with 46% of respondents visiting or
contacting it in the last year. This was followed by Elections/Voter Registration (44%),
Parks and Recreation (42%), the Police Department (39%), Public Works (36%), and Finance
(35%).

Survey respondents were also asked about their level of satisfaction with the departments
they had contacted in the previous 12 months. The Library and Parks and Recreation
departments led the list, with nearly all respondents reporting being very or somewhat
satisfied. Other departments that received an overall satisfaction rating above 80% included
the Fire Department and Emergency Medical Services, Elections/Voter Registration, Public
Works, and Housing and Community Development.

2024 Prince William County Community Survey 2
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Survey Background

Survey Purpose

Prince William County contracted with Polco to implement the 2024 survey with a representative
sample of residents. The first survey of residents was conducted by Prince William County in 1993,
with subsequent implementations most commonly every two or three years. The previous three
iterations were conducted in 2016, 2018 and 2021.

The survey gave residents an opportunity to provide feedback to government on what is working
well and what is not, and to communicate their priorities for community planning. The focus on
quality-of-service delivery helps public officials and the public set priorities for budget decisions.
It also lays the groundwork for tracking community opinions about the core responsibilities of
County government, helping to ensure maximum service quality over time.

This type of survey gets at the key services that local government controls to create a quality
community. This survey generates a reliable foundation of resident opinion that can be monitored
periodically over the coming years, like taking the community pulse, as the County changes and
grows.

Survey Administration

The five-page Prince William County Community Survey was administered by mail to a random
selection of 6,000 residents between May and July of 2024. Respondents could complete the survey
online or via return mail. Of the 5,896 households receiving the survey (since some addresses were
vacant), 511 completed the survey (including 243 online responses and 268 responses on paper),
providing a response rate of 9%.

The survey results were weighted so that the race/ethnicity, gender, age, housing tenure (rent or
own) and housing type of respondents were represented in the demographic proportions reflective
of the entire County.

Additionally, 1,758 responses were collected through an open-participation survey promoted by
Prince William County and open to all residents. The data from the “open participation” outreach
effort was also weighted. The results from the two outreach efforts have been provided separately
in this report. Results from the randomly selected households are more indicative of the larger
community and are outlined in the body of this report and in Appendices A through D. Results
from the open participation survey are reported in Appendix E. Open-participation Survey’s
Complete Set of Responses and Appendix F. Verbatim Responses to the Open-participation Survey.

How the Results are Reported

For the most part, frequency distributions and the “percent positive” are presented in the body of
the report. The percent positive is the combination of the top two most positive response options
(i.e., “excellent” and “good,” “strongly agree” and “somewhat agree”).

On many of the questions in the survey, respondents gave an answer of “don't know.” The
proportion of respondents giving this reply is shown in the full set of responses included in
Appendix B. Address-based Survey’s Complete Set of Responses and is discussed in the body of
this report if it is 30% or greater. However, these responses have been removed from the analyses
presented in the body of the report, unless otherwise indicated. In other words, the majority of the
figures in the body of the report display the responses from respondents who had an opinion about
a specific item.
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When a figure for a question that only permitted a single response does not total to exactly 100%,
it is due to the common practice of percentages being rounded to the nearest whole number.

Precision of Estimates

It is customary to describe the precision of estimates made from surveys by a “level of confidence”
and accompanying “confidence interval” (or margin of error). The 95 percent confidence interval
for this survey is generally no greater than plus or minus 4% around any given percent reported
for all survey respondents (511). For comparisons among subgroups, the margin of error rises.

Comparing Survey Results by Geographic and Demographic Subgroups

Select survey results were compared by demographic characteristics of survey respondents as
well as geographic location of residency. These comparisons are discussed throughout the body
of the report, when applicable. The full set of results by demographic characteristics can be found
in Appendix D. Address-based Survey’s Responses by Respondent Characteristics and Area.

Comparing Survey Results by Year

Because this survey was the last in a series of community surveys, the 2024 results are presented,
when available, alongside the ratings from the previous three surveys (2016, 2018 and 2021). Since
the data collection method changed from telephone surveys in previous iterations to mail surveys,
in 2024, and the response scales shifted from an 11-point numeric scale (used in 2016, 2018 and
2021) to a 4-point labeled scale (used in 2024), some statistical adjustments were made to enhance
the comparability of the datasets.

Comparisons between years are presented on a 100-point scale. While trend data for Prince
William County are valuable, any observed improvements or declines between 2021 and 2024
should be interpreted with caution due to the methodological changes mentioned above.
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Survey Results

Quality of Life and Community

Prince William County residents were pleased with the quality of life in their community; about 8
in 10 respondents said it was excellent or good. Meanwhile, about 7 in 10 residents praised the
overall quality of the services provided by the county. Lastly, half the residents rated the value of
services for the taxes paid to the County as excellent or good.

With the purpose of comparing the 2024 survey results with the previous three survey iterations,
results were converted into a 100-point scale. In 2024, the overall quality of life in Prince William
County received a value of 58 pts (on a 100-point scale), a value on par with the previous survey
iteration. Meanwhile, the quality of services received a value of 54 pts (on a 100-point scale), a
value slightly below 2021.

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In an open-ended question in which residents could write, in their own words, the most important
thing the county should do to make Prince William County a better place to live, 17% of respondents
made a comment related to safety and security. Other reasons were related to transportation (9%
of responses), limiting data centers (9%), reducing traffic (7%), schooling and education issues (6%),
and listening to the people (5%).

County leadership asked residents to rate their level of satisfaction with five characteristics
related to government operations in Prince William County. At least three-quarters of all
respondents gave favorable marks to each one of the five characteristics. Virtually all residents
reported to be very or somewhat satisfied with the voting experience in the County. About 8 in 10
respondents said they were very or somewhat satisfied with the overall customer experience with
Prince William County, how easily they could access information about the county programs and
services and how the county values residents from diverse background. Finally, three-quarters of
the respondents expressed satisfaction with how the county makes all residents feel welcome.

Inter-year comparisons show that the rating for how easily residents can access information
about county programs and services has remained stable since 2021, while the voting experience
rating showed an improvement from 2021.

Residents shared their opinions about growth, mobility and economic resiliency in Prince William
County. About 6 in 10 respondents reported to be very or somewhat satisfied with how the
transportation network supports the needs of commuters (61%), the community as a whole (59%)
and growth and safety (57%).

Additionally, 6 in 10 respondents reported satisfaction with new developments providing
attractive and high-quality places to live, work, shop and play in Prince William County; while
about half praised the ability to voice their opinion while new developments are still in the
planning and public review stages. Finally, about 4 in 10 residents were very or somewhat satisfied
with knowing how to get involved in the planning development process and how easy it is to
know what new development is being reviewed by the county.

2024 Prince William County Community Survey 9
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Health, Wellbeing and Environmental Sustainability

Survey respondents shared their perceptions of how Prince William County handles key aspects
of health, wellbeing, and environmental sustainability. Library services topped the list, with about
9 in 10 respondents reporting they were very or somewhat satisfied with their functioning.
Approximately 8 in 10 residents also praised the quality of athletic fields, recreational
opportunities such as trails, boating, fishing, and picnicking, and how parks and recreation
services meet the needs of the local community. Additionally, three-quarters of respondents
commended the quality of indoor recreation facilities as well as county pools and the waterpark.

Services with a satisfaction level ranging between 60% and 70% included those the county
provides for people with disabilities (69%), children at risk of neglect or abuse (65%) and people
aged over 60 (60%). Lower levels of satisfaction were seen for services the county provides for
people at risk of mental illness or addiction (53%), with addictions (55%) with mental illness (56%)
or who are economically disadvantaged (54%).

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Between 50% and 72% of respondents selected “don’'t know” when rating the following items: the
services the county provides for people who are economically disadvantaged (50%), the services
for people with mental illness (55%), the services for people over the age of 60 (56%), the services
for people with disabilities (59%), the services for children at risk of neglect or abuse (61%), the
services for people at risk of mental illness or addictions (65%), and the services for people with
addictions (72%).

Inter-year comparisons show most 2024 health, wellbeing and environmental sustainability
ratings on par with previous years where comparisons were available, except for ratings for the
services the county provides for people over the age of 60, which showed a slight decrease in 2024
compared to 2021.

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Safe and Secure Community

Virtually all Prince William County residents reported being very or somewhat satisfied with the
county's Fire and Emergency Medical Services. This included satisfaction with the
professionalism of responders (97%), their overall performance (96%), promptness of response
(95%), service quality (95%), and fire prevention programs (91%).

Satisfaction with police services was also high. Approximately 8 in 10 respondents praised the
professionalism of police officers (83%), their prompt response (82%), and high-quality service
(81%). Additionally, 80% were satisfied with the Department's overall performance, 79% felt that all
individuals were treated fairly, and 77% appreciated the information and crime prevention
programs provided.

Regarding animal control, about 4 in 10 respondents indicated that they did not know enough to
rate it. Of those who voiced an opinion, roughly 8 in 10 were satisfied with animal control's
effectiveness in protecting both residents and animals.

Finally, about three-quarters of respondents were satisfied with neighborhood safety, and 7 in 10
felt the same about safety in the commercial areas of the County.

Survey respondents were asked which County government departments or services they had
contacted directly in the past 12 months, either in person or by phone. The most frequently
contacted department was the library, with 46% of respondents visiting or contacting it in the last
year. This was followed by Elections/Voter Registration (44%), Parks and Recreation (42%), the
Police Department (39%), Public Works (36%), and Finance (35%).

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Survey respondents were asked about their level of satisfaction with the departments they had
contacted in the previous 12 months. Highest satisfactions levels were with the Library and Parks
and Recreation departments, with nearly all respondents reporting being very or somewhat
satisfied. Other departments that received an overall satisfaction rating above 80% included the
Fire Department and Emergency Medical Services, Elections/Voter Registration, Public Works,
and Housing and Community Development.

Of the remaining departments, all received an overall satisfaction rate above 50%, with the sole
exception of Human Resources. However, it is important to note that only 6% of respondents
evaluated their satisfaction with the Human Resources Department, which means the margin of
error is very high.

Virtually all residents thought that ensuring people feel safe was essential or very important to
enhance the quality of life in Prince William County. Additionally, 9 in 10 residents highlighted
the importance of providing quality K-12 education and higher education opportunities (including
workforce development). Other areas that were commonly rated as essential or very important
were building resident awareness of and involvement in the County's decision-making processes
(86%), promoting and expanding the preservation and protection of natural resources (86%), and
welcoming diverse opinions and treating all residents fairly and with respect (85%).

Among the areas considered essential by fewer people (but very important by at least 59%) were
providing information about county programs and services in multiple languages and developing
the County as a destination for entertainment and activities for residents and businesses.

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Appendix D. Address-based Survey’s Responses by Respondent Characteristics and Area

For ease of comparison between subgroups, most of the questions show summarized responses for only the proportion of respondents
giving a positive answer; for example, the percent of respondents who rated an item as excellent or good.

The subgroup comparison tables contain the cross tabulations of survey questions by selected respondent characteristics. Chi-square
or ANOVA tests of significance were applied to these breakdowns of survey questions. A “p-value” of 0.05 or less indicates that there
is less than a 5% probability that differences observed between groups are due to chance; or in other words, a greater than 95%
probability that the differences observed in the selected categories of the sample represent “real” differences among those populations.

For each pair of subgroups that has a statistically significant difference, an uppercase letter denoting significance is shown in the
category with the larger column proportion. The letter denotes the category with the smaller column proportion from which it is
statistically different. Differences were marked as statistically significant if the probability that the differences were due to chance
alone were less than 5%. Categories were not used in comparisons when a column proportion was equal to zero or one.

Items that have no uppercase letter denotation in their column and that are also not referred to in any other column were not
statistically different.

For example, on the following page:

e There are no statistically significant differences between length of residency for “The overall quality of life in Prince William
County” as there are no capital letters in any of those columns.

e Those who have been in the county “5 years or less” (column A) gave higher ratings for “The overall quality of services provided
by the county” than those who lived in the county “6-10 years (B)”, “11-20 years (C)”, or “More than 20 years (D)” — and this is
denoted as statistically significantly different with “B C D” appearing in column A for this item.

¢ Those who have been in the county “5 years or less” (column A) gave higher ratings for “The value of services for the taxes paid
to the county” than those who lived in the county “11-20 years (C)”, and “More than 20 years (D)” but not those who lived in the
county “6-10 years (B)", — and this is denoted as statistically significantly different with “C D" appearing in column A for this
item.

It is important to note that the small sample sizes for several categories (such as age, ethnicity, race, and socio-economic status) make
it difficult to draw reliable conclusions about the experiences and perspectives of these groups. Please refer to the Limitations section
on page 172 to understand the constraints of the data when interpreting the opinions and experiences of the different subgroups.

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Appendix G. Survey Methodology

Developing the Questionnaire

The Prince William Community Survey was first administered in 1993. General community surveys
like this one seek to understand residents’ perspectives on the quality of life in the community, their
use of county amenities, their opinions on policy issues, and their assessment of County service
delivery. The 2024 Prince William County survey questionnaire was developed by starting with the
version from the previous implementation in 2021. Following best practices for web/paper surveys,
response scales were simplified from an 11-point numeric scale to a 4-point labeled scale. A list of
topics was generated for new questions and topics and questions were refined to best fit the 2024
questionnaire. Through an iterative process between Prince William County staff and Polco staff, a
final five-page questionnaire was developed. This research was funded by Prince William County.

Selecting Survey Recipients

“Sampling” refers to the method by which survey recipients are chosen. The ‘sample” refers to all
those who were given a chance to participate in the survey. A list of all households within the zip
codes serving Prince William County was purchased from Go-Dog Direct based on updated listings
from the United States Postal Service, updated every three months, providing the best
representation of all households in a specific geographic location. Polco used the USPS data to select
the survey recipients.

A larger list than needed was pulled so that a process referred to as “geocoding” could be used to
eliminate addresses from the list that were outside Prince William County’s boundaries. Geocoding
is a computerized process in which addresses are compared to electronically mapped boundaries
and coded as inside or outside desired boundaries, in this case, within Prince William County. All
addresses determined to be outside the study boundaries were eliminated from the list of potential
households. Each address identified as being within county boundaries was further identified as
being within 7 geographic areas: Battlefield, Belmont/Potomac, Broad Run, Dale, Forest Park, Hoadly
and Old Bridge. Finally, a random selection was made to create a mailing list of 6,000 addresses.

To choose the 6,000 survey recipients, a systematic sampling method was applied to the list of
households. Systematic sampling is a procedure whereby a complete list of all possible households
is culled, selecting every Nth one, giving each eligible household a known probability of selection,
until the appropriate number of households is selected. Multi-family housing units and areas with
greater concentration of minorities populations were selected at a higher rate as residents of this
type of segments respond at lower rates to surveys. In general, because of the random sampling
techniques used, the displayed sampling density will closely mirror the overall housing unit density
(which may be different from the population density). While the theory of probability assumes no
bias in selection, there may be some minor variations in practice (meaning, an area with only 15%
of the housing units might be selected at an actual rate that is slightly above or below that).

An individual within each household was randomly selected to complete the survey using the
birthday method. The birthday method selects a person within the household by asking the “person
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whose birthday has most recently passed” to complete the questionnaire. The underlying
assumption in this method is that day of birth has no relationship to the way people respond to
surveys. This instruction was contained in the cover letter accompanying the questionnaire. The
survey was also available online in Spanish, and all mailings contained instructions in Spanish on
how to access the online survey.

In addition to the scientific, random sample, a link to an online “open participation” survey was
publicized through various community channels. This open participation survey was identical to
the scientific survey and open to all County residents. The open participation survey was also
available in Spanish.

Survey Administration and Response

The six thousand selected households were contacted three times. First, an invitation postcard
informing the household members that they had been selected to participate in the Prince William
County Community Survey was sent on May 10, 2024. The postcard included a URL to take the
survey online. Approximately one week after mailing the postcard, these households were mailed
a survey containing a cover letter enlisting participation. The cover letter also included a URL where
respondents could go to complete the survey online, if desired. The packet also contained a postage-
paid return envelope in which the survey recipients could return the completed questionnaire to
Polco. A reminder postcard, scheduled to arrive one week after the paper survey was the final
contact. The reminder postcard asked those who had not completed the survey to do so and
included the URL for the online response option. Completed surveys were collected over the
following ten weeks. The online open participation survey became available to all residents on June
7, 2024, and remained open for four weeks.

About 2% of the 6,000 surveys/postcards mailed were returned because the housing unit was vacant,
or the postal service was unable to deliver the survey as addressed. Of the remaining 5,896
households that received the survey, 511 completed the survey, providing an overall response rate
of 9%. Of the 511 completed surveys, 243 were completed online and 268 on paper. Additionally,
responses were tracked by geographic area; response rates by the seven areas of Prince William
County ranged from 7% to 12%. The response rates were calculated using AAPOR’s response rate #2!
for mailed surveys of unnamed persons.

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Additionally, 1758 residents responded to the open participation outreach effort. The results of these
responses are summarized and compared to the Sample Outreach responses in Appendix E. Open-
participation Survey's Complete Set of Responses.

95% Confidence Intervals

The 95% confidence interval (or “margin of error”) quantifies the “sampling error” or precision of the
estimates made from the survey results. A 95% confidence interval can be calculated for any sample
size and indicates that in 95 of 100 surveys conducted like this one, for a particular item, a result
would be found that is within three percentage points of the result that would be found if everyone
in the population of interest was surveyed. The practical difficulties of conducting any resident
survey may introduce other sources of error in addition to sampling error. Despite best efforts to
boost participation and ensure potential inclusion of all households, some selected households will
decline participation in the survey (referred to as non-response error) and some eligible households
may be unintentionally excluded from the listed sources for the sample (referred to as coverage
error).

While the margin of error for the survey is generally no greater than plus or minus 4 percentage
points around any given percent reported for all 511 respondents, results for subgroups will have
wider confidence intervals. Where estimates are given for subgroups, they are less precise and
statistical differences between subgroups are noted in the tables in the Appendices.

Survey Processing (Data Entry)

Mailed surveys were returned via postage-paid business reply envelopes. Once received, staff
assigned a unique identification number to each questionnaire. Additionally, each survey is
reviewed and “cleaned” as necessary. For example, a question may have asked a respondent to pick
two items out of a list of five, but the respondent checked three; staff would choose randomly two
of the three selected items to be coded in the dataset.

Once all surveys were assigned a unique identification number, they were entered into an electronic
dataset. This dataset is subject to a data entry protocol of “key and verify,” in which survey data
were entered twice into an electronic dataset and then compared. Discrepancies were evaluated
against the original survey form and corrected. Range checks as well as other forms of quality
control were also performed.

Polco used its own platform to collect online survey data. Use of an online system means all
collected data are entered into the dataset when the respondents submit the surveys. Skip patterns
or logic are programmed into the system, so respondents are automatically “skipped” to the
appropriate question based on the individual responses being given. Online programming also
allows for more rigid control of the data format, making extensive data cleaning unnecessary.

A series of quality control checks were also performed in order to ensure the integrity of the web
data. Steps may include and not be limited to reviewing the data for clusters of repeat IP addresses
and time stamps (indicating duplicate responses) and removing empty submissions
(questionnaires submitted with no questions answered).
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Weighting the Data

Weighting is a statistical technique used to adjust datasets through calculations, aligning them
more closely with the population being studied. The primary distinction between the initial sample
composition and weighting is that weights are applied after data collection, allowing researchers to
address issues that arose during this process. This is why weighting is often referred to as post-
stratification, as it occurs after the sample has been selected, in contrast to pre-stratification, which
aims to balance a sample prior to data collection.

Researchers typically apply weights based on demographic characteristics such as age, gender,
location, education and race. Weighting can also help mitigate self-selection bias, which refers to
the differences between individuals who participate in research studies and those who do not.
Additionally, weights can reduce the impact of survey design and data collection methods on the
sample composition and the resulting data.

The primary objective of weighting survey data is to make the survey respondents reflective of the
larger population of the community. This is done by reviewing the demographic profile of
respondents and comparing it to the demographic profile of the jurisdiction according to the most
recent Census data. Those respondent subgroups that were less likely to respond are statistically
adjusted to be given more weight, while those subgroups that were more likely to respond are given
less weight. In this case, the demographic characteristics of Prince William County survey
respondents were compared to those found in the 2022 American Community Survey (ACS) 5-year
estimates. Survey results were weighted using the population norms to reflect the appropriate
percentage of those residents in the County. Other discrepancies between the whole population and
the sample are usually aided by the weighting due to the intercorrelation of many socioeconomic
characteristics.

The method used by Polco to weight survey results is called raking or random iterative method
weighting, it is mainly used when weighting to a number of variables without knowing how the
variables interlock. With raking, a researcher would first balance the sample based on one variable,
such as gender, and then on the next variable, such as age. If the adjustments for one variable affect
another variable too much, then more adjustments are performed until a balanced sample is
achieved. Raking is one of the most common and accepted methods of weighting for public opinion
surveys, as it allows for weighting based on multiple variables and aims to adjust each variable by
as small an amount as possible. Weights were calculated in SPSS using an iterative (20 iterations),
multiplicative raking model known as the ANES Weighting Algorithm .

The variables used for weighting were respondent gender, age, race (white / nonwhite), Hispanic
origin (Hispanic / non-Hispanic), housing tenure (rent or own), housing type (attached or detached)
and region (Battlefield, Belmont/Potomac, Broad Run, Dale, Forest Park, Hoadly, Old Bridge). No
adjustments were made for design effects. The results of the weighting scheme are presented in the
following table.

Analyzing the Data

The electronic dataset was analyzed by Polco staff using the Statistical Package for the Social
Sciences (SPSS). For the most part, frequency distributions and mean ratings are presented in the
body of the report. A complete set of frequencies for each survey question is presented in Appendix
B. Address-based Survey’s Complete Set of Responses.

Also included are results by respondent characteristics (Appendix D. Address-based Survey’s
Responses by Respondent Characteristics and Area). Chi-square or ANOVA tests of significance
were applied to these breakdowns of selected survey questions. A “p-value” of 0.05 or less indicates
that there is less than a 5% probability that differences observed between groups are due to chance;
or in other words, a greater than 95% probability that the differences observed in the selected
categories of the sample represent “real” differences among those populations. Where differences
between subgroups are statistically significant, they have been marked with capitalized letters.
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Limitations

The Prince William County Office of Equity and Inclusion reviewed this survey to identify
opportunities for greater equity. We are offering this Limitations section to highlight the importance
of interpreting the results of this study with both equity and scientific rigor in mind. It is our goal to
foster a deeper understanding of whose voices may be underrepresented and to encourage
thoughtful engagement with the findings.

Due to the inherent challenges of surveying human populations, all research carries certain
limitations that must be considered when interpreting the results. Limitations of this study pertain
to the relatively small sample size obtained during data collection. The address-based survey was
offered to 6,000 of the county’s residents, with 511 total responses. An additional open-participation
survey was offered to all the county’s residents, with 1,758 responses.

Based on the address-based survey responses, the majority of the 511 participants live in single-
family homes, are homeowners, have a college degree or beyond, are over 45 years old, are employed
full-time, speak English, identify as White, and have an income level of at least $100,000 annually
(Appendix A. Address-based Survey’s Respondent Characteristics). This report does not give us
information about the layered identities of the respondents within these categories.

In order to use the raw data collected in a way that aligns with the county’s demographic groups
(age, ethnic, racial, and socio-economic, etc.), the surveyors weighted the data (page 171). Weighting
data is a statistical technique used to adjust survey results to match the actual population
percentages. This is a common practice in scientific studies; however, it is noted that without a
more comprehensive representation within the sample size, the data relies on the voices of a limited
few to represent the entire demographic group.

The small sample sizes for several categories (age, ethnic, racial, and socio-economic, etc.) make it
difficult to draw reliable conclusions about the experiences and perspectives of these groups. This
means the results may not accurately reflect opinions and experiences for the subgroups in
question.

As such, the findings of this report should be seen as a general overview of community trends rather
than a precise reflection of all demographic groups within the county. The data can offer useful
insights into overarching patterns, but caution should be exercised when making decisions or
drawing conclusions about smaller subgroups based on these results. The survey data should serve
as a starting point for further investigation, with the understanding that it does not fully capture
the complexity of the county's diverse population.
