For more than 100 years, National 4-H Congress has served as the premiere educational and 

recognition event for senior 4-H members. National Congress provides participants an exciting 
opportunity to explore careers, engage in a variety of quality learning experiences, and have great fun 

by getting to know other 4-H members from across the country. Outstanding 4-H members will be 

selected to represent Virginia at National 4-H Congress. Candidates for selection must be senior 4-H 

members in the current 4-H year who are able to demonstrate outstanding achievement as a 4-H 

member in the areas of leadership, citizenship, and personal development. 

 

During this submission process, applicants will be asked to submit their cover letter, resume, three 

letters of recommendation, and a photo. 

 

APPLICATION PROCESS: 

Virginia 4-H values the life skills that members develop through personal record keeping. An 

electronic 4-H portfolio, which replaced the 4-H Achievement Record, will serve as the foundation 

for a 4-H member’s application to participate in National 4-H Congress, if selected for an interview. 

The formal process includes two steps, which are intended to provide the 4-H member learning 

exercises that reflect an employment application and interview procedure: 

1. The submission of a written personal resume; and 

2. For those selected to interview, a presentation of an electronic personal portfolio (detailed 

information on the electronic portfolio will be provided to all youth selected to be interviewed) 

 

Those selected for an interview will need a working Gmail account, as electronic portfolios will be 

submitted through Google Classroom.

HOSTING DETAILS AND REQUIREMENTS 

• Program runs July 23 through August 16, 2025 

• No previous 4-H experience is required 

• Host families receive no stipend to host a delegate. 

• All Host families will be screened and interviewed as part of our risk management protocol 

• Japanese delegates are ages ~13-16 

• To host a delegate, a family must have a child who is 10+ years old 

• Families without young people at home can host adult chaperones 

• Families hosting youth delegates must provide adult supervision during the daytime 

• Families will identify a host sibling and will be matched with a delegate of the same gender who is 

within 4 years of the host youth’s age. 

• Japanese delegates have a range of English language abilities. 

• Delegates are here to experience every day American life. No special activities need to be 

planned. 

• Host Families will receive support from the state coordinator and other host families before, 

during & after the exchange (not financial)
