The current Bluebird Policy manual is online at 
www.pwcva.gov/department/area-agency-aging/bluebird-tours. 
It is your responsibility to make yourself aware of important 
information concerning your Bluebird experience. 

 
Payment Policy 

A reservation must be confirmed immediately with a check, 
money order, or credit card. in the amount of $5 for a one-
day tour and $10 for an overnight tour to hold your space. 
Balance will be charged for one-day trips two weeks prior 
to the trip and for overnight trips, 30 days prior to trip. 
When making a payment, request a receipt by providing an 
active email address. Quality Tours requires deposits for 
certain trips at the time of booking and is noted in that trip's 
description. The deposit would be refundable if the trip 
does not run. 

Refunds and Cancellations 
There is a “No Refund” policy in place unless and if, when 
you cancel there is a standby list and from it, we can find a 
replacement. If you need to cancel your reservation, please 
call Quality Tours and speak to one of our agents handling the 
Bluebird Tour Program. All cancellations are subject to an 
administration fee of $5.00 for one-day trips and $10.00 for 
overnight trips. A refund will only be given if there is 
someone on the “standby list” to take your space. Trip 
cancellation insurance is available only for overnight tours and 
it is highly suggested.

Departure Points 

Plan to arrive at least 15 minutes before trip departure time. 

One Day Tours 
Manassas at Wal-Mart located at 9401 Liberia Avenue. We 
load in the parking lot on your right close to WaWa. No 
parking overnight. 

Woodbridge at Featherstone Shopping Center located at 
14527 Richmond Highway. We load in the rear of McDonald’s. 
No parking overnight. 

Overnight Tours 

Manassas at the public parking lot next door to the Manassas 
Sr. Center located at 9320 Mosby Street, Manassas, VA 20110. 
Woodbridge at the A. J. Ferlazzo Building located at 15941 
Donald Curtis Drive, Woodbridge, VA 22191. For this pickup 
point you will receive a parking permit in with your baggage tags 
and itinerary. 

Return Times 

The bus driver and/or escort will make the decision as to which 
location will be dropped off first. It will be based on factors that 
affect driving. 
Note: All return times are approximate. The driver will 
provide a more exact time on the trip return day.

The Mohawk Valley Region is a fascinating mosaic of 

historic, natural, and cultural. Central New York's 

Mohawk Valley Region covers seven counties with 

nearly 200 communities and upwards of one million 

residents. All share and celebrate a distinguished 

history. The Mohawk River corridor through the center 



of the region is the easiest, most direct route between 

the Atlantic seaboard and heartland America. This key 

geographic passage was hotly contested territory, and 

a huge factor in shaping the history of our American 

nation from earliest times.

DAY ONE: 
Today you depart on your deluxe motor coach for a 
scenic drive to Syracuse, New York where we will 
make a lunch stop at a Cracker Barrel ($20 gift card) 
and then continue to our lodging for three nights at the 
Hampton Inn.

Herkimer 
“Diamonds” are actually quartz crystal gems that are 
naturally double faceted which makes them extremely 
rare and valuable. Estimated to be over 400 million 
years old, these world-famous gems were first 
discovered by local Native Americans in the 1700s 
and have continued to be mined for nearly two 
centuries. Yes, they are known by scientists to be the 
clearest, most perfect quartz in existence! Today, your 
tour here includes a lesson on panning for Herkimer 
Diamonds with a free five by seven-inch bag filled with 
sand and gems for each member of your tour group. 
After the lesson, the gems are yours to take home! 
There will be plenty of time for visiting the wonderful 
museum and gift shop here before enjoying a 
delicious 2-meat dinner buffet at the Mineral Tavern. 
Have fun! 

DAY THREE:

Now, you take a 5-mile drive to the sparkling waters of 
Skaneateles Lake where you enjoy a private one-hour 
cruise. Your narrated tour will include the history of the lake 
(which means “Long Lake” in Native American language) 
and a description of the homes of noted people you will 
pass, including the Roosevelt family estate. Now, after 
having time for lunch and shopping on your own in the 
charming dockside town of Skaneateles, you end your 
touring day at the gorgeous vineyards of the Anyela Winery, 
where you have wine-tasting and a talk on the rich history of 
the area. Now, a private sumptuous buffet dinner awaits you 
at the beautiful, historic Springside Inn built in 1851. What a 
wonderful way to end your tour!
