Applications are now open for senior Virginia 4-H’ers to participate in 2025 National 4-H Congress. For more than 100 

years, National 4-H Congress has served as the premiere educational and recognition event for senior 4-H members. National 

Congress provides participants an exciting opportunity to explore careers, engage in a variety of quality learning experiences, and 

have great fun by getting to know other 4-H members from across the country. Outstanding 4-H members will be selected to 
represent Virginia at National 4-H Congress. Candidates for selection must be senior 4-H members in the current 4-H year who 

are able to demonstrate outstanding achievement as a 4-H member in the areas of leadership, citizenship, and personal 

development. 

 

During this submission process, applicants will be asked to submit their cover letter, resume, three letters of recommendation, and 

a photo. 

 

APPLICATION PROCESS: 

Virginia 4-H values the life skills that members develop through personal record keeping. An electronic 4-H portfolio, which 

replaced the 4-H Achievement Record, will serve as the foundation for a 4-H member’s application to participate in National 4-H 

Congress, if selected for an interview. The formal process includes two steps, which are intended to provide the 4-H member 

learning exercises that reflect an employment application and interview procedure: 

1. The submission of a written personal resume; and 

2. For those selected to interview, a presentation of an 

electronic personal portfolio (detailed information on the 

electronic portfolio will be provided to all youth selected to 

be interviewed) 

Those selected for an interview will need a working Gmail 

account, as electronic portfolios will be submitted through 

Google Classroom.

Declarations are Open 

ALL DECLARATIONS MUST BE COMPLETED BY JULY 1 AT 11:59 PM.  

• ANY Horse or Pony that a youth MAY show at the State Show must be declared in 4HOnline in order to be eligible to show.  

• Please be prepared when beginning your declarations with current photos of your animal, Coggins test date, and an accurate 

height measurement. The correct measurement is imperative, as it is tied to "Animal Type" and linked to specific classes within 

the entry system. If the height entered is incorrect, it will affect your ability to enter classes. If you notice your height is 

incorrect, you must re-add that animal as a new animal in order to input the correct measurement, the system will not allow 

changes.  

• If you are declaring a Horse/Pony that you declared last year or in a previous year, you do have the option to re-declare a 

previously added animal. Please note, if your height/animal type is incorrect due to a previous entry error, you will need to add 

a new animal and provide all new information. There is no opportunity to change the Animal Type. Additionally, if using an 

animal from a previous year, please ensure that you upload a CURRENT Coggins Test and edit to reflect the updated Coggins 

Test date for 2025.
