Prince William County held a Location and Design Public Hearing at the Occouquan Elementary School, 12915 Occoquan
Road, Woodbridge, VA on Thursday October 17, 2024 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM for the Marina Way Extension project.
The public hearing included an open forum/public viewing period exhibits boards, plans, environmental documents
followed by a formal presentation which was directly followed by a period for public comment and open discussion.
During the public viewing, after the formal presentation and following the open Q+A period: presentation boards
displaying the project design, plans, public hearing brochures, and comment sheets were available for public viewing at
the meeting. Representatives from Prince William County and the project team were available to speak with citizens
and answer questions about this project at all times. Citizens could also provide oral comments to a court reporter and
written comments using comment sheets. Citizens were also permitted to send in e-mails comments after the public
hearing. Written and oral comments were accepted at the meeting and written (and emailed) comments were
accepted after the meeting until October 31, 2024.

Public Notification

The project was advertised in several newspapers prior to the Public Hearing. Please see Appendix Al for all newspaper
advertisements. Additionally, Prince William County notified 45 surrounding property owners and tenants about the
project and the upcoming Location and Design Public Hearing via postal service and in-person distribution. The
notification for the public hearing described above and the list of addressees is presented in Appendix A2. Lastly, three
(3) portable message boards were placed along Gordon Boulevard and Route 1 as shown in Appendix A3.

Exhibits & Documents Available at Marina Way Location and Design Public Hearing

Information available at the public hearing included project plans, project design exhibits, and project brochures and
comment sheets. Additionally, the following information was available for review 30 days prior to the public hearing on
the Prince William County Department of Transportation website: project plans, project design exhibits, and project
brochures and comment sheets. The public hearing brochure and comment sheet are presented in Appendix B.
Reduced-size reproductions of the exhibits and renderings displayed at the public hearing are presented Appendix C,
slides from the public hearing presentation are presented in Appendix D, and the sign-in sheets for all public hearing
attendees is included in Appendix E.



Project Background and Purpose

The proposed project would extend Marina Way from Gordon Boulevard (Rte. 123) to Annapolis Way by providing a
four-lane divided road with turning lanes. The project will also provide a 5-foot concrete sidewalk on both sides of the
proposed roadway. The existing signal at the Gordon Boulevard will be modified. The Marina Way roadway, which is in
alignment with the the 2019 North Woodbridge Small Area Plan, will provide a multimodal accessibility and connectivity
in this area while addressing future traffic demands on local roads.

Marina Way Extension

The project is being administered by PWCDOT using the Design-Bid-Build delivery method and is being developed in
accordance with applicable Prince William County and VDOT standards, guidelines, and AASHTO requirements.



Summary of Comments

Written comments were received at the public hearing and following the meeting. In addition, an oral
comment was received during the hearing.

A brief summary of the comments is listed below.

e Does a four-lane roadway required on Marina Way?

e Question regarding pedestrian crosswalk.

e Concern about the pedestrian walkability.

e Suggestion to use more roundabouts at the intersections.

e Suggestion to convert Route 123 to one-way couplets to facilitate walkability.

e Provision of bus route on Marina Way to different transportation hubs.

e Suggestion to build affordable houses instead of the Marina Way Extension project.

«+ Provision of a full vehicular and pedestrian crossover to facilitate sufficient access for the multifamily
community planned for the 981 Annapolis Way property.

distance to the intersection of Annapolis Way and Marina Way.

* Include pedestrian crosswalk at this revised intersection.

Include an access easement to allow access to the property before and during Marina Way

Construction.

+» Make provisions to provide temporary and permanent access during construction and in the event of
delay of the roadway construction.

«» Concern on the proposed easement along this property. Easement locations that do not inhibit the
design goals of the Comprehensive Plan, in particular requirements for Streetscape landscaping and
improvements, or a commitment to

The purpose of this public hearing is to ensure that the public is pro-
vided with an opportunity to both review and discuss the proposed
improvements and potential impacts on the surrounc!ln§ properties.
This hearing will also provide an opportunity for public feedback on
the current design of this improvement project. The proposed proj-
ect plans, information regarding property impacts, and right-of-way
information will be available at this public hearing and 30 days prior
to the hearing at the PWCDOT website at https: Av) B
department/transportation/current-road-projects. A tentative project
schedule will also be discussed at the meeting.

The project extends Marina Way to connect Gordon Boulevard with
Annapolis Way, which will function as a main street in alignment with
the 2019 North Woodbridge Small Area Plan. The improvements in-
clude constructing a four-lane (2 in each direction) roadway with turn-
ing lanes, pedestrian sidewalks on both sides of the road, sidewalk
ramps and pedestrian crossings, utility relocations, installing storm
drainage and storm water management (SWWM) facilities, modification
to the traffic signal at the Gordon Boulevard intersection, and pave-
ment marking. The ﬁrmect aims to enhance pedestrian accessibility
and connectivity while addressing future traffic demands on local
roads. It will also improve access to local businesses and residences
in the North Woodbridge area.

In accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and
23 CFR 771.119, an Environmental Assessment (EA) document has
been prepared to assess the project’s potential effects on environ-
mental resources and to determine if there are any significant en-
vironmental impacts. Pursuant to the National Historic Preservation
Act, Section 106 and 36 CFR 800, information concerning the poten-
tial effects of the proposed improvements on historic properties is
included in the EA.

that we can collect the existing data, and then
so that we can start with the concept and
everything.

So it is end of March 2023, we developed a
30% -- I'm sorry, November 2023, we developed a
30% design, and that's being completed and
reviewed by our office as well as by VDOT.

Once we have that, and we've got their comments
and we incorporate those comments, we also
coordinate with the immediate adjacent property
owners so that we will make sure we provided
proper access, and also minimize impacts as
much as we can, of course following the VDOT's
guidelines as well.

We're going to have a crosswalk over at the
signal at 123. That signal is going to get

modified. That's going to be on the mast arms

to have pedestrian push buttons, so it's going
to be an enhancement to the project.

The other end of the project where it ties
in with Annapolis Way is where we have -- what
we call an always stop or a four-way stop
condition in the interim.

We're also going to have some drainage
improvements with the project. So we're
showing a proposed BMP storm water management
facility down near Annapolis Way on the VDOT
parcel. We also have a BMP that we are
coordinating with a developer on the up front.

So there's two storm water facilities.
Basically, the project is divided in half, with
this stretch of the project will go in this
pond, and this much of the project will go down
to Annapolis Way. So, pretty much everything
on this slide.

This is just a blown up version of it.

You could see we have raised median and curb
and gutter along here, to provide turning

movements into and out of the developments that

ICR/Rudiger & Green
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are being proposed. This is a nice typical
section.

We have some on the boards in the back of
the room, but it shows we have 1l1l-foot travel
lanes and this is 12. There's an extra foot in
immediate for a shy line in addition to that
distance to the curb.

We have a 15-foot median, which, that will
be used to carve out left turn lanes along the
corridor.

We have a 4ft buffer to the 5ft sidewalks
on each side.

There's going to be street lighting after
this project is constructed. 1It'll come back
in as another phase once we're complete.

So right now, what we're showing in one of
the boards back there, you see the orange and
the red graphics. There's the right of way in
red and the orange are the easements that are
needed for the project. It's been estimated
that there are six affected parcels for the

project. Right now, there are no homes or

that's part of the developer's redevelopment
plan.

The affected owners will be contacted
during the right of way authorization process.

So all of that's been looked at,
impacts have been identified, and that document
is here for public comment tonight.

So we really
want some feedback, anything we want to change
or alter with the design so we can get moving
fast.

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We got winter of '25, which is really 24/25.
So we're looking to come right out of the
public hearing, put in our plans to VDOT for
regular authorization so we can initiate right
of way this winter to, in order to get our
utilities relocated in the spring of '25.

So,
very fast track. We're doing this in concert
with a developer to make sure we're all in
concert with each other, so we need your input
tonight.

So, our next steps. As we get feedback
tonight, incorporate what we can into the
plans, address VDOT comments and proceed with
right of way acquisition authorization so we
can start purchasing right away and move
utilities, and then progress the final design
plans while the right of away utilities are
being relocated.

So we're here tonight to get your

feedback, hopefully written, and we can take
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oral statements as well. And we really needs
your input, so we can meet the schedule we have
for the project.

I'd like to turn this back over to
Mr. Canizales to wrap up.

Ms. Mekdes Tabor and Project Team:

As the property owner of 981 Annapolis Way, [ am writing to provide comments on the proposed
extension of Marina Way on to my property. 981 Annapolis Way is one of two privately owned
properties that are within the proposed alignment of an extension of an ingress/egress easement
known as Marina Way that will connect Annapolis Way and Gordon Blvd at the present
intersection of Gordon Blvd. and Horner Road. This proposed connection of Marina Way and
Horner Road will split my property. The alignments of the existing Marina Way easement and
Horner Road are offset by approximately 250 feet, and to make the two existing road segments
connect, a reverse curve is proposed entirely within my property instead of utilizing lesser curves
on the two private properties impacted by the proposed road extension. Without waiving any right
available to me under applicable law in connection with any potential eminent domain proceeding,
I submit the following:

My property is currently zoned B-1, General Business and can be developed by-right for
approximately 129,000 square feet retail and retail services. The property has frontage on
Annapolis Way and a full turning moving access point is currently available at the intersection of
Annapolis Way and the existing Marina Way access easement. The current design for Marina Way
divides the property such that there is an eastern portion of 2.0 acres and a western portion of 4.5
acres. The current design only allows each portion of the property one right-in/right-out driveway
entrance on to the future Marina Way right-of-way.

In 2019, Prince William County adopted a Small Area Plan titled the North Woodbridge Small
Area Plan. In 2022, the County adopted a countywide update of the Comprehensive Plan. My
property is designated Urban Neighborhood in the Small Area Plan and Residential Neighborhood
in the 2022 countywide Comprehensive Plan. Both designations encourage Multifamily
development. The target density is 12 to 50 dwelling units per acre, and development at the higher
end of the density target is appropriate for properties, like 981 Annapolis Way, that are in close
proximity to mass transit nodes (i.e. Woodbridge VRE) and shopping. High density residential
zoning approvals and development within the vicinity of this property reflect this policy.

Accordingly, the property is currently under contract with GW Pursuit, LLC which is designing a
proposal to develop the property in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal is to
develop a high-quality multifamily community on this property. GW Pursuit, LLC has engaged
the necessary consultants and begun the preparation of a rezoning application. The attached
illustrative plan is the basis for a traffic impact analysis and other studies that are required for an
application for rezoning.



The multifamily community enabled by the requested rezoning will help realize the dynamic,
dense, and pedestrian-friendly community envisioned by the North Woodbridge Small Area Plan
and Comprehensive Plan. Our development program density of 47 units per acre is consistent with
the 12-50 units per acre Target Residential Density recommended by the Comprehensive Plan (T-
5/RN-5 designation).

In order to build the multifamily community in the manner envisioned in the Small Area Plan,
we have the following comments regarding the 60% plans issued in August 2024.

1. Convert the right-in, right-out intersection on our property to a full crossover with median
break as shown in the attached plan prepared by IMEG and titled Marina Way Improvement
with Full Crossover (attached). This is critical to the utilization of the property under its current
B-1 zoning or the proposed rezoning for multifamily zoning because

e A median break permitting left turns will minimize U-turns and facilitate a safe
environment for drivers and pedestrians.

e Without a median break allowing left turns in and out of the site, residents will be
required to take alternative routes to and from Gordon Blvd, I-95 and Route 1. A
majority of these routes will require passing through additional intersections, adding
turning movements and adding delay to these intersections. By restricting left turns,
Marina Way is not being designed to fulfill one of the Need Justifications of the
SMART SCALE funding — a parallel facility to Route 1 that will alleviate congestion
on that corridor.

e To operate as a single cohesive multifamily community, residents east of Marina Way
need pedestrian and vehicular access to amenities and leasing office on the west side

of Marina.

e Property management needs convenient access to the buildings on both sides of Marina
Way to offer a high quality of service to residents in each building.

2. Relocate this intersection to meet the VDOT crossover intersection spacing minimum 440
feet distance to the intersection of Annapolis Way and Marina Way.

3. Include pedestrian crosswalk at this revised intersection.

4. Include an access easement to allow access to our property before and during Marina Way
construction.

5. Make provisions to provide temporary and permanent access during construction and in
the event of delay of road construction

6. Easement locations that do not inhibit the design goals of the Comprehensive Plan, in
particular requirements for Streetscape landscaping and improvements, or a commitment to

Comment #1 Summary:
Does a four lane roadway required on Marina Way.

Response to comment #1:

Marina Way has been identified as a four-lane divided roadway in the North Woodbridge Small Area Plan and is
consistent with the County’s Long Range Transportation Plan and re-development that is undergoing in the Woodbridge
area.

Comment #2 Summary:
Question regarding pedestrian crosswalk.

Response to comment #2;
The pedestrian crossings currently shown at the Gordon Blvd intersection will provide connectivity between all existing
and proposed sidewalks.

Comment #3 Summary:
Concern about the pedestrian walkability.

Response to comment #3:
The proposed Roadway design provides for 5' sidewalks along both sides of Marina Way project, which will provide for
walkability access along the project. The proposed sidewalk is also provides connectivity to the existing network.

Comment #4 Summary:
Suggestion to use more roundabouts at the intersections.

Response to comment #4:

A roundabout was evaluated at the intersection of Marian Way and Annapolis Way and is not justified in the open year,
this project does not preclude the installation of a roundabout at this intersection in the future noting that installing a
roundabout will require additional Right of Way, utility relocations and will add construction cost to the project.

Comment #5 Summary:
Suggestion to convert Route 123 to one way couplets to facilitate walkability.

Response to comment #5:
The scope of the Marina Way project is to improve Marina Way from Route 123 to Annapolis Way, the project scope
does not include modifications to Route 123 to make a one way couplet of Route 123 as suggested.




Comment #6 Summary:
Provision of bus route on Marina Way to different transportation hubs.

Response to comment #6:
Marina Way improvements include sidewalks which provides connectivity to the existing pedestrian facilities that lead
to existing bus routes along Roue 1 and Occoquan Road.

Comment #7 Summary:
suggestion to build affordable houses instead of the Marina Way Extension project.

Response to comment #7:

The project is intended to provide access to the new Woodbridge Town Center that's currently under design. The
County is working closely with developers in this area that are redeveloping along the Marina Way corridor. As
mentioned, adjacent property is going to be developed into a new commercial town center as well as apartment
complexes to the north side near Annapolis Way. This has been identified in the County's North Woodbridge Small
Area plan. This road will serve these areas as well as taking traffic pressure off the nearby intersection along Route
123 and Route 1.

Comment #8 Summary:
Related to 981 nnapolis Way property development:

+*» Provision of a full vehicular and pedestrian crossover to facilitate sufficient access for the multifamily community
planned for the 981 Annapolis Way property.
+» Convert the right-in, right-out intersection to a full crossover with median break.

+* Relocate this intersection to meet the VDOT crossover intersection spacing minimum 440 feet distance to the
intersection of Annapolis Way and Marina Way.

** Include pedestrian crosswalk at this revised intersection.

+»+ Consideration of access easement to the property before and during Marina Way Construction. Include an access
easement to allow access to the property before and during Marina Way Construction

++» Make provisions to provide temporary and permanent access during construction and in the event of delay of the
roadway construction.

*» Concern on the proposed easement along this property. Easement locations that do not inhibit the design goals
of the Comprehensive Plan, in particular requirements for Streetscape landscaping and improvements, or a
commitment to

Response to comment #8:

+¢* Full pedestrian crossover will need to be justified by an approved crosswalk study by VDOT. A detailed traffic
study including pedestrian movements will need to be prepared and approved by the County and VDOT to
justify a median access break at this location.

¢ At this time a full access median opening has not been justified by an approved traffic study and cannot be
approved by VDOT or the County at this time, the developer will need to obtain this approval for the median
opening during site plan development and approval process.

+* The sketch provided that shows providing entrances with 440 feet spacing from the intersection of Annapolis
Way and Marina Way does not appear to be feasible on the eastern entrance side of the parcel because of the
close proximity to the property line to the adjacent parcel. The entrance needs to be contained entirely within
the developer's property. No easement or encroachments into the adjacent parcel will be allowed in order to
build this entrance to the private property. The developer needs to provide an entrance layout showing the
entire entrance can be accommodated within the developer's parcel and provide auto turn movements exhibit
of the appropriate type vehicle being used by this development to demonstrate that the movements can be
accommodated entirely within the developer’s parcel.



Response to comment #8 continued:
¢ Pedestrian crosswalk at this intersection will need to be justified by an approved cross-walk study. The
developer needs to prepare the cross walk study and submit to VDOT and the County for approval.

++ The developer will need to coordinate with the successful contractor who is constructing the Marina Way
project for any access needs during construction through an active workzone.

** Proposed easement is required for permanent drainage ditch along the frontage of the property that is an
interim condition to tie down to existing conditions and will likely go away with the developer's proposed site
grading plan.

Comment #9 Summary:

A few residents during the Marina Way public hearing had provided verbal comment about the status of a VDOT
property near 13254 Richmond Highway, Woodbridge VA, they were concerned about the messy appearance of the
site and the truck traffic that it was generating. Some thought it was being used by PW Water as a staging area.

Response to comment #9:

This location is being used by Sagres Construction, the water line contractor for PWC for their project in the vicinity.
PWC reached out to Sagers Construction and equested to improve the appearance of the site and to remind the truck
drivers to be cautious entering and exiting this location.
